Guidelines for Researcher Participation:
Initial after each statement!
1. I cannot share the username and password to the account with anyone except my advisor or research team.  _______
2. I cannot require participants to answer every question. I must allow. participants to skip any question.  ________
3. I cannot collect personal identifiers. All data must be collected anonymously.  ________
4. I cannot distribute the survey link and collect data until I receive an IRB approval letter.  _______
5. I will respect other researcher’s surveys. I will not alter, use, or download their data.  _______
6. I must post consent information and the Compliance message to respondents as the first two pages of my survey.  _______
7. I understand that my access will be denied if I do not follow these guidelines.  ______
8. I cannot use the email solicitation feature. I must use a separate email account for soliciting potential participants and provide a link to my survey. ________

9. I cannot use the require an answer’ feature. I must allow participants to skip questions. ________

SurveyMonkey is an account shared by NC A&T researchers with IRB approved protocols. All data is required to be collected anonymously and researchers are required to sign an agreement not to copy or use any data from another researcher’s respondents.

Data will be downloaded and stored on a username and password protected computer.

Information for Voluntary Participation (add to your consent form)
Your participation is voluntary. You may end your participation at any time by clicking the link to exit the survey. You may also skip any question you do not want to answer. Refusing to participate, skipping a question, or leaving the study at a later time will not result in any penalty or loss of benefits to which you are entitled. Do not enter any personal identifiers (name, social security#, phone, address, zip code, email, birth, death, admission, or discharge date, license #, health plan #, medical record #, full face photo, account  #, vehicle id #).

The researcher may choose not to use your survey responses if you choose to skip too many questions.
