INSTRUCTIONS

Administrative Memorandum 68 establishes procedures with respect to grants, contracts, and cooperative agreements (as defined in P.L. 95-224) to finance programs within the University of North Carolina.  One of those procedures entails classifying projects into categories according to the activity and purpose the projects are intended to carry out.  

The CHESS (Consortium for Higher Education Software Services) Taxonomy provides a comprehensive list of different administrative activities at a typical college or university.  The first two levels designate programs and subprograms, respectively 

Procedure

Refer to the "CHESS Taxonomy (1996)" List

1. Select the major two-digit code that most represents your program;

2. Select the subcategory that best represents your program; 

3. Fill in the Primary Category on the Project Classification Form; and

4. Fill in the Secondary two digits if one applies to your project (optional).

Example:   Primary Category = 10 Instruction

INSTRUCTIONS

Classification of Instructional Programs (CIP) is a means to classify programs by disciplines.  

Procedure

Refer to the CIP code list entitled "Instructional Program Codes and Title Listing - 1990"

1. Select the major two-digit code that best represents your program;

2. Select the next four-digit code that is most representative of your program; and

3. Enter the six digit number on the Project Classification Form.
