Measurable Outcomes

e Code HTML, CSS, JavaScript and PHP.

e Use the document object model (DOM) for HTML, server-side scripting, and ODBC.

e Understand client-server computing in a Web context as well as the HTTP protocol.
On completing this course, the student should be able to produce professional Web pages and
basic Web sites. The course does not cover Web design from an aesthetic or ergonomic angle,
systems that facilitate Web site construction, or languages that simplify server-side scripting. The
focus is on standards and scripting languages.

Cheating: Cheating covers any case in which a student has received unauthorized aid in his/her
performance that contributes to a course grade or submits material contributing to a course grade
with the intent to deceive the instructor or grader. If the unauthorized aid includes help from
another student, then that student is considered to have cheated as well.
