Students in the School of Business and Economics must earn a minimum grade of “C” in MATH 111, 112; UNST 110,221, BUED 360.
Department Requirements
Students majoring in Economics or Transportation and Supply Chain Management must earn a minimum grade of “C” in the 10 (30 hours) courses listed as major program requirements. ECON 200 and 201 are prerequisites to all courses in Economics.
